FSOP RECEIVES ASSESSMENT AWARD

The ExamSoft Masters of Success award highlights the institution who uses student data to increase board and/or
licensure passage rates. We are excited to announce that our April 2015 Masters of Success ExamSoft Champion is
the Feik School of Pharmacy!

The FSOP is a proven leader in data-driven reporting. They have designed a strategy to help
identify students that may perform poorly on the NAPLEX exam by using ExamSoft data
from graduates and comparing it to pass/fail rates. Ms. Alejandra Zertuche, Assessment and
Information Systems Analyst, and the FSOP have successfully done this by initially tagging
all of the questions in their ExamSoft question bank with FSOP professional outcomes
(categories), in order to run reports and determine their analysis. This initial step in the
assessment process plays a crucial role in extracting the data they use in conjunction with the
NAPLEX scores to determine the probability of their future students passing the exam.

Ms. Alejandra Zertuche

Ms. Zertuche developed a way to predict this probability using several validations to

determine if the data is accurate and reliable. This model, developed by Ms. Zertuche and supported through
ExamSoft, will ultimately help the Feik School of Pharmacy identify students early on that don’t have a likelihood of
passing the exam and guide them along the path to successfully securing licensure.

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INTERNATIONAL APPE ROTATION IN BRAZIL

FSOP’s partnership with Brazilian pharmaceutical company Prati-Donaduzzi and Brazilian university Pontificia
Universidade Catolica do Parana (PUC-PR) is an externship program centering on the pharmaceutical industry. Since
August 2013, the program has provided for four fourth-year FSOP students to travel each fall and spring semester to
Brazil. Students receive an experiential pharmacy education on regulatory affairs involving the Food and Drug
Administration (FDA) and the Brazilian regulatory agency, Agéncia Nacional de Vigilancia Sanitaria (ANVISA).

Dr. Marcos Oliveira, Coordinator for Pharmacy Latin American Activities, Dr. Kevin Lord, Assistant Dean of Student
Affairs and Dr. Renee Bellanger, the preceptor for this project, have been instrumental in establishing and developing
the program. APPE students engage in a joint course on
FDA and ANVISA regulatory affairs developed with Dr.
Kay Mary Harrell from DPT Laboratories and Prof. Tiago
Sausen of PUCPR. Upon completion of this intensive
regulatory course, the students develop unique projects,
from the identification of innovative products for the U.S.
market to implementation of FDA regulatory processes at
Prati-Donaduzzi. The students then provide a written and
oral presentation, both at Prati-Donaduzzi and back at home
at UIW.

In January 2014, four PUC-PR students visited FSOP with a focus
on clinical pharmacy, and H-E-B partnered with FSOP to provide
training. Dr. Oliveira said FSOP hopes to attract more Brazilian students to participate in the externship program in
the future. Going forward, Prati-Donaduzzi seeks to involve students from other disciplines — a business student, and a
Mathematics, Science and Engineering or Media and Design student, such as a Computer Information Systems major.
